Emerald Ash Borer

The Emerald Ash Borer (EAB) is an invasive insect native to eastern Asia that
attacks and kills ash trees. It probably inadvertently entered the United States in
the 1990’s via products shipped through the Great Lakes. Officials around the
country have been on the watch for the EAB since 2002 when it was first
identified in Detroit, Michigan. Since then, the EAB has rapidly spread in all
directions, including into Canada. In the summer of 2008 the EAB showed up
in eastern Wisconsin along Lake Michigan and by April 2009 it was found in
Victory, Wisconsin located in the southwest portion of the state along the
Mississippi River. Fast forward to May 2009, the EAB was discovered in a St.
Paul, Minnesota neighborhood near Highway 280 and I-94. Experts estimate
that the EAB has been present in that St. Paul location for 3 to 5 years. Asa
result of these findings, currently, three Minnesota counties are in a wood
product transportation quarantine including Ramsey and Hennepin Counties in
the Metro area and Houston County in southeastern Minnesota, bordering the
Mississippi River outbreak near Victory, Wisconsin. While the EAB can fly
only short distances, it is most likely spread by humans transporting it in the
larvae stage while it is burrowed under the bark of firewood or landscape trees,
hence the call for transportation quarantine. This is true of other wood borne
insects such as Gypsy Moth.

Mike Schommer, a spokesperson for the Minnesota Department of Agriculture,
suggested protective action may be taken with ash trees of high value when an
infestation is confirmed within 15 miles of the tree location. However, don’t
assume that just because no official announcement of an infestation in your area
has been made, that the EAB is not present; rather watch your trees for signs of
the EAB including:

e Die off by section, especially at the top

e Sudden appearance of sucker shoots

e Small (1/8 inch) “D” shaped exit holes on the bark
Mr. Schommer advises tree owners to consult a local tree company with a
certified arborist on staff if there is concern over the EAB on the property, or
one of the agencies listed at the end of this article.

Minnesota has the second highest prevalence of ash trees in the United States
behind Maine and with a population of nearly 400,000 residents, it is estimated
that Dakota County may have nearly as many ash trees. In order to prevent the
spread of the EAB, it is recommended that residents:

1. Plant trees other than ash from reputable sellers.

2. Use only local firewood and do not transport any firewood, burning all of it
before leaving.

CapXZOZO Power Line - The “scoping” period for the La Crosse portion of the line ended July 25, 2009, as well as

the comment period regarding which issues are to be studied in the Environmental Impact Statement (EIS). Regarding the
Brookings portion of the line, which will likely pass through Eureka Township, the Public Utilities Commission (PUC)
has indicated that CAPX2020 must come back before the PUC if they want conditions requiring the utilization of wind
generated energy removed. The PUC frequently referred to the position of the locally based Citizens Energy Task Force
(CETF) that the citizens were promised that line was for wind generated energy sources.

PLANNING COMMISSION MESSAGES

Commercial-Industrial Taskforce - A number of landowners have submitted applications to serve on a task force
being created to continue the work of the 2002 — 2003 Commercial — Industrial task force. The Planning Commission has
completed interviewing professional planning firms and will likely interview the landowner applicants in an attempt to
have balanced representation on the task force. Those landowners selected will serve along with liaisons from the
Planning Commission and Town Board, facilitated by a professional planner.

Recorder 50(45“’ - $10.00 per Hour - The Township is interested in hiring an individual with good language and
basic computer skills to assist the Planning Commission in the recording of its minutes. Such an individual would be
asked to attend any Planning Commission Regular Meeting (7:00 p.m. on the first Monday of the month, as a rule) and all
Special Meetings (7:00 p.m. on scheduled dates) and to write a draft of the minutes from those meetings for approval by
the Commission. The meetings are recorded to assist the Recorder with the writing of the minutes. The meetings
frequently last three to four hours.

The Commission will decide what level of detail it desires beyond the minimum requirement of the recording of such
items as motions and votes, and will work with the individual hired to reach that goal. The first part of the draft minutes
from a Regular Commission Meeting, that includes permit requests and land use and zoning issues, must be submitted to
the Town Clerk by the Thursday immediately following the Commission meeting so that the Clerk can forward that
portion to the Board for its own meeting on the following Monday. The complete draft minutes are submitted to the
Commission, by way of the Clerk, no later than the Thursday before its next meeting for their review. Any such additions
or corrections the Commission approves at its next meeting must be incorporated into the minutes. The edited, approved
minutes are then emailed to the Town Clerk for the records and to the website manager for the public’s information.

The hours can vary by month as Special Meetings, in addition to the Regular Meeting, may be scheduled by the
Commission to address certain topics. The minimum would most likely be the Regular Meeting attendance of three to
four hours, eight to ten hours to draft the minutes from the recording, plus whatever time may be required to edit the
minutes for the final version. As other meetings may be scheduled by the Commission, the hours would increase for that
month. The position pays $10/hour.
