The Committee on Civil Defense submitted a set of rules on whatto do and notto do in
case of abombing attack. After discussiona motion was made to spend up to $200.00

for giger counters.

Motion amended to include buying 2 protector suits. Amendment and motion both
carried.

Motion to adjourn.

Motion carried.
